The process of selection of films for the festivals is not only becoming more 
and more challenging with the increasing quality of the projects, but also high-
ly demanding in terms of Social content.

THAILAND

Like any other nation of the world, cinema came to Thailand way back 
to the early days of filmmaking, when Francois-Henri Lavancy-Clarke 
recorded King Chulalongkorn’s 1897 visit to Bern, Switzerland. The film 
was then brought to Bangkok, where it was exhibited. 

While the 1930s, has been described as the Golden Age of the Thai film 
industry with the years after World War II seeing a resurgence of sorts, 
however, with competition from Hollywood saw Thai industry hit its 
nadir in the 1980s and 1990s. 

However, thereafter, the Thailand saw its own “New Wave” cinemas, with 
directors as Nonzee Nimibutr, Pen-Ek Ratanaruang and Apichatpong 
Weerasethakul and action hero Tony Jaa being celebrated at film festivals 
acfross the world.

With new wave directors achieving commercial and artistic success, a 
new crop of filmmakers has since grown up outside the traditional and 
often restrictive Thai studio system to create experimental short films 
and features.

The indie movement began with Apichatpong Weerasethakul’s 2002 
feature Blissfully Yours which won the Un Certain Regard Prize at Cannes 
Film Festival. Other indie directors include Aditya Assarat (Wonderful 
Town), Anocha Suwichakornpong (Mundane History), Pimpaka Towira 
(One Night Husband), Thunska Pansittivorakul (Voodoo Girls), Sivaroj 
Kongsakul (Eternity), Wichanon Somumjarn (In April the Following Year, 
There Was a Fire) and Nawapol Thamrongrattanarit (36).

Over the years Thailand films has carved their own special niche both in 
the Asian/Asean cinema marquee besides garnering recognition in the 
global scene as well. BIFFES, as part of its Country Focus Section features 
Cinema of Thailand. 

The complement of five Thailand films comprises of a two horror thrillers, 
two romantic comedies, and an experimental collection of five shorts by 
five different directors. These five films give viewers a full flavor of the 
Thailand cinema of today with new young debutant directors who are 
etching their names on the movie marquee making the right noises on 
the international festival circuits as well.

COUNTRY FOCUS
CANADA

The history of the Canadian film industry has been one of sporadic 
achievement accomplished in isolation against great odds. Canadian 
cinema has existed within an environment where access to capital for 
production, to the marketplace for distribution and to theatres for 
exhibition has been extremely difficult.

Although it is appropriate to speak of an American film industry dating 
back to 1903, with the introduction of narrative filmmaking  like The 
Great Train Robbery and  Uncle Tom’s Cabin. The first public screening of 
a film in Canada took place on 28 June 1896, in Montréal. In July, Andrew 
and George Holland of Ottawa, who two years earlier had opened the 
world’s first Kinetoscope parlour in New York City featuring Thomas 
Edison’s  invention, introduced Edison’s Vitascope to the Canadian 
public in Ottawa’s West End Park. Among the scenes shown was The 
Kiss, starring May Irwin. On 31 August the first screening in Toronto 
took place at Robinson’s Musée on Yonge Street. The first screening in 
Vancouver was in December 1898.

The first Canadian films were produced in the fall of 1897, a year after 
the Montréal debut. They were made by James Freer, a Manitoba farmer, 
and depicted life on the Prairies.

The growth of Canadian nationalism around the first world war 
promoted a brief flurry in Canadian production and other aspects of the 
film industry. The first widely released Canadian newsreels appeared, 
and feature film production expanded, as did the Canadian-owned Allen 
Theatres chain and associated distribution companies.

Canada has given remarkable films to the world like - Warrendale 
(1961), Les Ordres (1974), Quest for Life (1981), J. A Martin Photography 
(1977),The Silent Partner (1978),  Les Plouffe (1981),The Grey Fox (1981). 
Mon Oncle Antoine (1971) and many others.

As an initiative to represent lesser known regional language films of India, 
the tenth edition of Bengaluru International Film Festival has continued for 
the second year to dedicate a special category ‘Unsung Incredible India’, to 
capture the essence of the lesser known Indian languages (Tulu, Konkani, 
Kodava, Pahari, Kurmali and Nepali) cinema have created.

Karma Takapa, a graduate from the Film and Television Institute of 
India, specializing in direction and screenplay writing has come up with 
the Nepalese thriller movie named - ‘Ralang Road’, which is set in the 
tiny Himalayan state of Sikkim, is an attempt to understand cultural 
immigration, and lifestyles in a complex social setup. The language 
‘Nepalese’, is the official language and lingua franca of Nepal. This formerly 
independent language has official status in state of Sikkim.

For the much talked and critically acclaimed movie - ‘Sound of Silence’, 
directed by Bijukumar Damodaran is about a mute boy and his journey 
towards spirituality. The language here is Pahari, which is spoken in 
Himachal Pradesh, some parts of Nepal and also Pakistan. This language 
is believed to be the official language of Buddhist Kashmiri monks.

Konkani is an Indo-Aryan language spoken along South-Western Coast of 
India. It is a minority language in Karnataka, Maharashtra and Kerala. A 
native of Goa, Miransha Naik completed his filmmaking studies at Whistling 
Woods International, Mumbai, specializing in screenwriting has recently 
directed a film, ‘Juze’ which is his first directorial.

Tulu film industry, also called as Coastalwood, is a 45-years-old industry 
and produces fifteen to twenty films annually. ‘Pattanaaje’- is a directorial 
debut movie of a renowned Kannada/ Tulu stage artist Vijaykumar 
Sheenappa Shetty. The movie beautifully portrays the life of a Yakshagana, 
an art form form coastal Karnataka.

Kodava language which is the spoken language of Kodagu district in the 
Western Ghat part of  Southern Karnataka. ‘Mooga’, narrates the story of 
a young man who is an orphan with speech and hearing disabilities, who 
is exploited and punished for no faults directed by Harish Raj.

Kurmali, or Kudmali, is one of many dialect variants of Bengali which is 
spoken in Jharkhand, India. Kurmali is generally linked to the Kudumi 
Mahato community of Jharkhand, Odisha & West Bengal. ‘Death Certificate’ 
is a story of an illiterate woman from a village looking for her dead 
husband. Despite the globalisation, the director – Rajadithya Banerjee, 
questions the lack of humanity and sympathy through this film.

This attempt of showcase provides an ‘Expansive Understanding of Indian 
Cinema’. It also focuses on the lesser known languages of North East and 
Southern region of India and its culture.

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SAMSKARA REVISITED
50TH YEAR OF THE MAKING OF 

SAMSKARA

NOTE
Five decades ago, the summer of 1970, 13 May, to be precise, turned out to be one of the 
momentous day in the annals of Kannada Cinema history. On that day, akin to the time and 
day Satyajit Ray’s Pather Panchali, gave a new meaning and idiom to Indian cinema, and 
the world took notice, similarly, a film, that lit up screens in the State, changed the direction 
and course of Kannada cinema.

That film was Samskara (Ritual). It turned to be a rite of passage for those that followed in 
later years providing a whole new syntax and dimension to the appreciation and under-
standing of the history of Kannada cinema.

Samskara, based on a story by eminent litterateur and Jnapith award winner, U R Anan-
thamurthy. It was brought on to screen by an enterprising and foresightful filmmaker and 
producer Pattabhi Ramareddy, turned out to be the pathbreaker.

The film, which heralded the nouvelle vogue or avant garde movement in Kannada cinema, 
became the pivot around which other peers followed suit. In fact, it was during that very 
time that there was a churning in Kannada literary scene as well, which had just given birth 
to a new realist literary tradition called Navya Movement, with which a team of young writ-
ers and inspired filmmakers identified themselves with.

Emboldened by the boldness of social themes that these literatures tackled exposing the 
social hierarchies with specific focus on women’s issues, gender identity, equality and social 
justice, saw Pattabhi Ramareddy taking that decisive path with Samskara.

Following in its wake were Girish Karnad (who incidentally was one of the lead actors of 
Samskara and scripted the film), and B V Karanth with S L Byrappa’s ‘Vamshavriksha’. Soon 
you had several similar new wave films such as K Shankarappa’s ‘Maadi Madidavaru’, B V 
Karanth’s ‘Chomana Dudi’, P Lankesh’s ‘Pallavi’, and Girish Karnad’s ‘Kaadu’ providing the 
impetus and engine of engagement to the new genre.

As eminent film director and one of the vanguards of the movement, Girish Kasarvalli puts 
it Kannada films of ‘Navya movement’ were a celebration of cinema that sought to be differ-
ent from the otherwise glorified popular Hindi, Tamil and Telugu cinemas.

These were part of Kannada literature - poetry, prose, drama and not an offshoot of any 
parallel cinema movement from Italy, France, Germany or even Bengal. Kannada films were 
more realistic and socially relevant and even today, have fresh, austere image as they were 
not influenced from any other form of cinema, notes Kasarvalli.

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The Madras Players, an amateur theatre group, whose members included Girish Karnad, 
Socialist Party’s Snehalata Reddy, who played the female lead, and her husband Pattabhi 
Rama Reddy, who directed and produced the film, was instrumental in the making of Sam-
skara. The film, according to eminent Malayalam auteur Adoor Gopalakrishnan, was one of 
the ten finest films, alongside Satyajit Ray and others, that left their mark on Indian cinema 
in the last 50 years of 20th Century.

Samskara, which went on to win a clutch of awards including National Film Award for the 
Best Feature Film, also won international acclaim and recognition winning the Bronze Leop-
ard at the Locarno International Film festival in 1972. That the film saw a pool of talents, 
both from the West and those trained in the West, come together to make the masterpiece. 
If director Pattabhi Rama Reddy was trained in Columbia, and hardly familiar with Kannada; 
writer-actor Girish Karnad was an Oxford-educated writer; while the cameraman was Aus-
tralian, Tom Cowan; and the editor Englishman Stevan Cartaw, while U R Ananthamurthy, 
was Professor of English literature then; and music director Rajiv Taranath, too Professor in 
English schooled by the legendary Sarod maestro Ali Akbar Khan with artiste S G Vasudev 
was art director.

That Samskara’s release saw stiff opposition was only to be expected, especially from the 
traditional Madhwa community, besides, ofcourse, the censors, but the then Union Infor-
mation & Broadcasting Minister I K Gujral and Prime Minister Indira Gandhi, ensured the 
film would face no hitch in its release and subject acclaim to fame and etching for itself a 
name in the annals of Kannada and Indian cinema.

Samskara made on a modest of a lakh, and shot in the same year as Mrinal Sen’s Bhuvan 
Shome, was initially banned for its anti-Brahminism. Cleared by a certification committee 
Samskara, not only went on to win critical acclaims, but also turned out a commercial suc-
cess too, thanks to its torrid love scene that brought real human bodies into contact.
Biffes takes pride in presenting the 113 minutes monumental film to mark its 50 years 
of making. Set in a Brahmin colony in the small village of Durvasapura in Western Ghats 
of Karnataka, where the majority belong to Madhwas with traditional mindset and strictly 
follow rules defined by their religion.

It spotlights on Praneshacharya a devout Brahmin who having completed his Vedic edu-
cation at Varanasi has returned to Duravasapura and considered as leader of the Brahmin 
community of his village and surrounding ones. His main goal is to attain liberation (mok-
sha) and he is willing to go to any length to achieve it. To remain focused on his goal and as 
an act of self-sacrifice, he marries an invalid woman and hence remains celibate.

Narayanappa, though Brahmin by birth, does not play by the set rules of Brahminism, and 
is given to eating meat and keeping company of prostitute Chandri. When Narayanappa and 
his friends snare the sacred fish in the temple tank, cook, and consume them, Brahmins in 
the villages rise up against him. They approach Praneshacharya to throw him out of the 
village. Once Narayanappa visits Shimoga and returns to Duravasapura with high fever and 
dies leaving the Brahmins in a piquant situation because,
according to Brahmin principles, a person who dies should be cremated as early as possi-
ble. None wants to cremate the body — they feel that by cremating Narayanappa’s body, 
they will become polluted as he was against the Brahmin principles during his life. Further, 
a non-Brahmin too cannot cremate the body of a Brahmin. Praneshacharya, tasked with 
finding a solution, heads to the temple to pray and on way back home, encounters Chandri 
and finds himself at night lying on Chandri’s lap. Chandri rushes home, finds that Narayan-
appa’s body has started to rot, gets it cremated in secrecy, and leaves Durvasapura. Prane-
shacharya unable to reveal his immoral act leaves the village but the guilt never leaves him. 
Finally deciding to own up to his act, he returns to the village and the story ends there. It’s 
left to the imagination of the viewer on whether Praneshacharya owns up or not.

The cast comprises : Girish Karnad as Praneshacharya, Snehalatha Reddy as Chandri, P 
Lankesh as Narayanappa, Bhargavi Narayan, among others.

Parvathamma Rajkumar, wife of renowned Kannada actor Dr Rajkumar, carved 
a niche for herself as a prominent Kannada film producer and distributor. 

Parvathamma, who floated the family firm - ‘Vajreshwari Combines’/ ‘Poornima 
Enterprises’, during her lifetime, produced as many as 80 films, many of which 
were box office hits. Besides taking up inhouse productions which featured her 
three sons Shiva Rajkumar, Raghavendra Rajkumar, and Puneeth Rajkumar she 
has also been credited for introducing several new faces into Kannada cinema 
such as Malashri, Prema, Rakshita, Sudha Rani and Ramya. 

The family film house, which began with its first film Trimurthi, featuring her 
actor husband, Dr Rajkumar in the lead role, and went on to become a success, 
has given Kannada cinema several socially relevant successful films, majority of 
them featuring Dr Rajkumar in the lead, such as Haalu Jenu, Kaviratna Kalidasa, 
Kamanabillu, Bhakta Prahlada, Shankar Guru, Mayura, Jeevana Chaitra etc..

Chigurida Kanasu, 2003, a film by renowned Kannada filmmaker, T S 
Nagabharana, starring Shiva Rajkumar, Rekha Unnikrishnan in pivotal roles, 
was based on a novel of the same name by Shivaram Karanth, Jnanpith Award 
winner. Shankar, a City lad, pursuing engineering at Banaras Hindu University, 
on learning he is a Kannadiga, pays a visit to his ancestral village Bangaadi. 
When he decides to settle there for good, he faces opposition from his own 
family and from a village bigwig.

R N SUDARSHAN

Rattehalli Nagendra Sudarshan was a versatile Indian actor and producer, who 
has acted in more than 250 films in Kannada, Tamil, Hindi, Telugu, and 
Malayalam films. During a career spanning more than three decades.

R. N. Sudarshan was the son of veteran director R Nagendra Rao and was 
married to actress Shylashri. He entered the industry as a protagonist in - 
Vijayanagarada Veeraputra, produced and directed by his father Nagendra 
Rao in 1961. He has shared the screen space with all the legendary Kannada 
actors including Dr. Rajkumar, Uday Kumar and Kalyan Kumar. More than a
protagonist, he has acted as villain in many films and was known for doing the 
role of conjurer in films made on folklore.

Music lovers still remember him for his songs such as, Hoovondu Balibandu,  
which he sung in Shubhamangala (1975) directed by Puttanna Kanagal and 
Irabeku Irabeku Ariyada song from his own film Naguva Hoovu (1971).

Vijayanagarada Veeraputhra, 1961, directed by R Nagendra Rao, father of 
Sudharshan, and written by his brother R N Jayagopal. The king of 
Vijayanagara empire, becomes the reason for the death of Vikrama, a poor 
young boy. The boy’s father vows to take revenge against the king. The film 
stars R. N. Sudarshan, B. Sarojadevi, R. Nagendra Rao and Kalyan Kumar.

Kashinath Hathwar was born in a middle class Brahmin family in Markod, 
village near Kundapur, in erstwhile South Canara region (now Dakshin 
Kannada). He made his debut with Aparoopada Athithigalu, in 1976, in a 
career spanning over three decades, worked in over 40 films, carving a niche 
for himself in the comedy genre.

His films touched upon subjects considered taboo in the society and was 
infamous for his double entendre dialogues in his films. Despite criticisms, 
his films, however, influenced society as well as the industry, and were 
well received by cinema going populace, looking for breezy, light hearted 
entertainers. 

He took to films enrolling himself with the filmmaking troupe “Aseema” along 
with contemporary filmmaker-actor and long time acquaintance, Suresh 
Heblikar. His films have received wide appreciation and recognition, but also 
paved the way for many others to mimicking the genre and is considered to 
be the pioneer in Kannada cinema. Among his repertoire of works include 
Aparichita, Anubhava, Anaamika, Anantana Avantara, Ajagajantara, Hendathi 
Endare Heegirabeku, Meese Hotta Gandasige Demandappu Demandu, Aha 
Nanna Tangi Maduve, Super Aliya and Appachchi. 

Avale Nanna Hendthi (She’s My Wife), 1988, directed by S Umesh, is comedy-
drama dealing with prevalent social issue of dowry system and revolves 
around a man’s struggle in getting his sister’s marriage arranged to fulfill his 
mother’s and sisters-in-law’s desire for a dowry, despite being in love himself 
and wanting to marry first. It was remade in Telugu as Pelli Chesi Chood, in 
Tamil as Jaadikketha Moodi and in Hindi as Jawani.

Kooduvalli Chandrashekar, better known as Edakallu Chandrashekar, having 
shot to fame with the 1973 film Edakallu Guddada Mele by renowned film 
director Puttanna Kanagal, was one of versatile actors of Kannada film 
industry at that time.
 
Chandrashekar, who acted in over 60 films, and was last seen in 3 Gante 30 
Dina 30 second, had migrated to Canada in 1984 after his marriage to dancer 
Sheela, working as a visa officer with Indian High Commission in Canada, 
while still continuing to act in Kannada films. First noticed and cast by late 
Nagendra Rao and Vadiraj as child artiste in the 1969 film Namma Makkalu, 
Chandrashekar went on to become a successful actor with several offers 
coming his way. 
 
He also directed the 2004 film Poorvapara, which was the first Kannada 
film to be screened at Toronto Film Festival. Chandrashekar’s major break 
came when he got to work with ace filmmaker Puttanna Kanagal, in Edakallu 
Guddadamele. His notable films are Hamsageethe, Sampathige Savaal, Sose 
Thanda Sowbhagya, Shankar Guru, Parivarthane, Raja Nanna Raja, Besuge and 
Vamsha Vriksha, to name a few.
 
Edakallu Guddad Mele, 1973, directed by S R Puttanna Kanagal, based on the 
novel of the same name by Bharathisutha, centres around Madhavi. She leads 
an unfulfilled married life with her husband, a former soldier. She ends up 
getting into a physical relationship with their friendly neighbor, a younger 
man. Later, her adulterous behavior will lead to unexpected consequences.

Born in a Telugu Brahmin family at Naihati, West Bengal, renowned 
multi-lingual actress T Krishna Kumari hailed from Rajahmundry, 
Andhra Pradesh.
 
Krishna Kumari, who ruled the roost for over two decades from 1960 to 1980, 
was a contemporary of Savitri, and shared screen space with erstwhile legends 
such as N T Rama Rao, Akkineni Nageswara Rao, Dr Rajkumar, Sivaji Ganesan, 
Kanta Rao, Jaggayya and Krishnam Raju. Beginning her career with a small role 
in Pathala Bhairavi, she went on to take the coveted heroine’s role in 
Navvithe Navaratnalu, and thereon featured as leading actress in several 
Tamil movies, notably Thirumbi Paar, Manithan, Azhagi, Pudhuyugam, 
Viduthalai and Thuli Visham.
 
Krishna Kumari, who was propelled to superstardom, following her foray into 
Telugu films, acted in movies such as Bharya Bhartalu, Vagdanam, 
Kulagothralu , Gudi Gantalu, which are classified as Telugu cinema classics. 
She has also won – President’s award for her best acting.
 
Bhakta Kanakadasa, 1960, directed by Y R Swamy, is a story of Kanaka, an 
arrogant and ruthless chieftain who becomes a Dasa (servant) of Lord Krishna 
and is accepted as a Saint by society and spends his life singing in praise of the 
Lord. Depicts the spiritual journey of Kanakadasa, a devotee of Krishna, and 
poet belonging to Dasa sect.

Bengaluru Vijaya “B V” Radha (Rajalakshmi), who was married to renowned 
film director, K S L Swamy, was born in a farming family, who quit school to 
pursue a career in cinema. Radha, who debuted in the 1964 Kannada film Na-
vakoti Narayana, featuring Dr. Rajkumar, went on to be paired with top stars 
of the South India cinema in the 60s and 70s like M G Ramachandran, Shivaji 
Ganeshan and Akkineni Nagaeswara Rao.

In a career spanning over two decades, she acted in over 300 films, majority 
of 250 which were in Kannada, and rest in Tamil, Telugu, Malayalam, Tulu and 
Hindi. Radha, who primarily associated herself with theatre, performing plays 
with her troupe, Natavranda, was bestowed with Karnataka Ratna Award by 
Kaginele Kanaka Guru Peetha, in recognition of her contribution to theatre 
and cinema.

Mithileya Seetheyaru, 1988, directed by K S L Swamy, featuring Geetha, 
Akhila Thandur, Kalpana Iyer and B V Radha, is a romantic social comedy, 
which revolves around a widow and a mother of 11 year old girl, who is a 
school teacher. She falls in love with her colleague, but her daughter is unable 
to accept the fact.

Balbir Prithviraj Kapoor, aka Shashi Kapoor, was one of the renowned and 
charming artist of Indian cinema, appeared in more than 168 films, largely 
Hindi films such as Deewar, Namak Haram, Kabhi Kabhie, Satyam Shivam 
Sundaram and many more besides English-language films, notably produced 
by Merchant-Ivory team.
 
Shashi Kapoor, who was a film director, in his own right, belong to the 
illustrious Kapoor film dynasty of Bollywood cinema. Born in Calcutta (now 
Kolkata) during British Raj, he was third and youngest of Prithviraj Kapoor’s 
sons, younger to Raj Kapoor and Shammi Kapoor.
 
Shashi Kapoor, who was honored with Padma Bhushan for his contributions 
to Art-Cinema was also conferred the coveted 2014 Dadasaheb Phalke Award, 
the top honor of Indian film industry, making him third member of his family 
after Prithviraj Kapoor and Raj Kapoor. Shashi Kapoor, whose moorings began 
in plays, directed and produced by his father Prithviraj Kapoor, under the 
Prithvi Theatres banner, forayed into films as a child in late 1940s under the 
name of Shashiraj. His best-known performances as a child artist were in Aag, 
Awaara, Sangram, and Dana Paani. 
 
He made his debut as leading man in 1961, Dharmputra and went on to 
appear in 116 Hindi films. In 1978, he set up his production house, Film Valas, 
producing critically acclaimed films such as Junoon, Kalyug, 36 Chowringhee 
Lane, Vijeta and Utsav.

We are paying tribute to two outspoken champions of justice who passed 
away prematurely last year—Gauri Lankesh, journalist, who was brutally 
murdered outside her home for her ongoing fight for freedom of speech 
and transparency, and Chalam Bannurkar, filmmaker and social activist, 
whose work has inspired many young documentary filmmakers. 
Civil wars, political upheavals, growing religious fundamentalism, and 
natural disasters have all contributed to adversely affecting daily life across 
South Asia.

The owners of these factories 
proudly refer to their town as “Mini 
Japan” , a self employed town. This 
town also prints millions of garish 
calendars and election posters 
which are used all over India.

The film is an attempt to portray 
the complex socio-political reasons 
that contribute to such a large 
employment of children in this 
area. Weaving together the 
production process with various 
episodes of Villupadal, a traditional 
performance that celebrates the 
childhood of Krishna, the film is a 
powerful critique of post 
independent India’s “tryst with 
destiny” - a nightmare called 
‘’progress’’ through rapid 
industrialisation.

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GAURI LANKESH
Gauri Lankesh was one of 
Karnataka’s most prominent and 
fearless journalist​s​. She was shot 
dead outside her house in 
Bengaluru on the night of 5th 
September, 2017. Gauri 
represented dissent and freedom 
of speech​ and ​spoke out ​fearlessly ​
against communal forces in the ​c​
ountry.

It​ follows her 
political journey, envisaging what 
she stood for and her struggle for 
communal harmony until her last 
breath. ​Her life story has become 
the history of Karnataka’s fight 
against right-wing communal 
forces.

CHALAM BENNURAKAR

Chalam Bennurakar directed Sakshi 
in 1998, a first-of-its-kind initiative 
showcase documentaries from all 
over the world and to create a 
platform for Independent 
Documentary Filmmakers in India. 
His documentary, All About My 
Famila, made him the voice of the 
transgender community. His other 
films include Kunde Habba - a unique 
festival of the tribal people in Kodagu, 
Naavu Yeravaru - on the Yerava 
community and a documentary on 
the earthquake disaster that struck 
Latur, Maharashtra in 1993. He also 
co-produced and worked on Bishaar 
Blues, on the fakirs of Calcutta, with 
Amitabh Chakraborthy. 
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V K MURTHY (1923 -2013)
V K Murthy’s singular contribution as a cinematographer is to bring into 
play a new aesthetic, as if it were, in the mainstream of Indian Cinema. 
While it is arguably easier to break fresh ground in the parallel Cinema, 
it is nothing less than a heroic act to do so in the mainstream which has 
firmly entrenched itself in pre-established notions. And yet V K dared like 
none other and succeeded in no small measure.
During the mid-40s and 50s of the twentieth century Film-Noir, as a style 
was much in vogue in the Cinema of Hollywood and naturally, it did have 
an influence on Indian Cinema. While many of his contemporaries who 
adopted the visual style of Film-Noir and were content to create some
memorable images using low-key lighting, VK Chose to tread a new 
path altogether. He began to use light as a language by itself while 
essaying the trials and tribulations of the protagonists in films such as 
PYASA, KAGAZ KE PHOOL and SAHIB BIBI AUR GULAM. Silhouettes and 
Semi-silhouettes etched out and enveloped in a dark brooding frame 
articulated the angst of the character in an elegant and yet subliminal 
manner while the darkness that surrounded them was indicative of the 
turmoil deep down in their soul. VK’s unparalleled artistry imbued these 
images with an everlasting glory. 
Such was his contribution to Indian Cinema that the highest honour that 
the State would bestow in the field of Cinema – The DADA PHALKE award, 
was presented to him in 2008. Biffes proudly celebrates the genius of V K 
Murthy by commissioning The VK Murthy memorial lecture.

THOMAS MICHAEL 
COWAN
Thomas Michael Cowan, the 
Australian Cinematographer is an 
accomplished artist of the visual 
medium. The septuagenarian 
has essayed several note-worthy 
documentaries and feature films
during the course of his long and 
illustrious career. He is equally at 
home in a wide range of motion
picture formats. 

Be it 16mm or 35mm or the IMAX frame, the tool has never deterred 
him. He has never allowed it (the tool) to overwhelm the artist in him. 
His foray into the world of images has not only taken him across the 
continents but also has landed several prestigious awards in his lap. In 
his own words, the quest for the ‘Moment of Truth’ has been his mission 
in life. The presence of Thomas Cowan at Biffes this year is significant 
in itself, for, the year 2018 marks the 50 th anniversary of SAMSKARA. 
As the cinematographer of the path-breaking kannada movie, Thomas 
Cowan was instrumental in imbuing the film with a rich flavor of Neo-
Realism. Eventually, SAMSKARA became the harbinger of the New Wave 
Cinema in the region and sowed the seeds of a new Cinema-culture.
Currently in its tenth edition, Biffes is deeply indebted to Thomas Crown 
for delivering the V K Murthy memorial lecture.
