His chronically simmering irritability escalates when their two adult sons - one nearby, 
the other far away - begin replacing household items with unfamiliar, modern ones they 
struggle to operate. Their latest plan is to demolish and rebuild the family home, 
regardless of their parents’ objections.

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Iranian film director, screenwriter, poet, photographer and 
film producer, Abbas Kiarostami is known for single-handedly 
putting Iran on the map of International cinema. His career, 

spanning 5 decades, encompassed many artistic expressions 
including filmmaking.

Abbas Kiarostami began his cinematic career at the Institute 
for Intellectual Development of Children and Young Adults (a.k.a. 
Kanoon) in Tehran, where he honed his distinctive style and 
initiated a three-decade-long string of films made about or for 
children. With one of his film HOMEWORK (1989), he explores 
the habits of schoolchildren that ends up revealing much more 
besides.

Kiarostami broadened his engagement with children and their 
experiences, exploring their interactions with adults with the 
KOKER TRILOGY. The first of these, WHERE IS THE FRIEND’S 
HOUSE? (1987), is the film that vaulted Kiarostami to the forefront 
of the world stage. The lyrical fables of AND LIFE GOES AND ON, 
THROUGH THE OLIVE TREES  balances comedy and tragedy and 
exemplifies both the gentle humanism and the playful sleight of 
hand that defined the director’s sensibility.

Kiarostami’s films walk a thin line between fiction and reality. 
This is most evident in his moving and richly layered masterpiece 
CLOSE UP. An intricately reflexive drama that blends the 
intellectual impulse of documentary observation and the 
emotional need for self-dramatization. Kiarostami explored the 
relationships between individuals with a keen eye for the beauty 
of landscapes and produced philosophical works like the Palme 
d’Or winning TASTE OF CHERRY and THE WIND WILL CARRY US. 

Kiarostami's influence extends far beyond the realm of cinema. 
His commitment to crafting insightful humanistic narratives will 
remain forever in our memories and his ability to find beauty 
in the mundane continues to resonate with audiences of every 
generation globally, cementing his legacy as one of the most 
significant filmmakers of his generation.

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Mrinal Sen, the acclaimed filmmaker and pioneer of the New 
Wave Cinema Movement in India, is celebrated as one of 

the finest filmmakers globally. Renowned for his radical artistic

Sharada teaches him 
how to regain his voice, but their relationship is complicated because Vishwa is 
essentially an extension of Sharada’s father, which creates incestuous overtones. To 
overcome this, the film suggests that Sharada might be a goddess and has Vishwa 
marry Girija, who is self-sacrificing.

Beyond the silver screen, Bhagavan’s dedication extended to 
nurturing future talent. He served as the long-time principal of 
the Adarsha Film Institute in Bangalore, imparting knowledge 
and shaping the next generation of filmmakers.

Though Bhagavan is no longer with us, his contributions 
continue to enrich Kannada cinema, reminding us of the power of 
storytelling and the importance of maintaining artistic integrity.

Vani Jairam (born Kalaivani; 
30 November 1945 – 4 

February 2023) was an Indian 
playback singer in Indian 
cinema. She is fondly referred 
to as the Meera of modern India 
Vani's career started in 1971 and 
has spanned over five decades. 
She performed playback songs 
for over one thousand Indian 
films and recorded over 20,000 
songs. In addition, she recorded 
thousands of devotionals 
and private albums and also 
participated in numerous solo 
concerts in India and abroad.

Renowned for her vocal range 
and easy adaptability to any 
difficult composition, Vani has 
often been the choice for several 
composers across India from the 1970s until the late 1990s. She 
has sung in 19 Indian languages, such as Kannada, Tamil, Hindi, 
Telugu, Malayalam, Marathi, Odia, Gujarati, Haryanvi, Assamese, 
Tulu, Kashmiri, Bhojpuri, Marwari, Urdu, Konkani, Punjabi and 
Bengali languages.

Vani is the youngest artist to be awarded the Sangeet Peet 
Samman. She won the National Film Awards for Best Female 
Playback Singer three times and also has won State Government 
awards from the states of Odisha, Andhra Pradesh, Tamil Nadu, 
and Gujarat. In 2012, she was honored with the Filmfare Lifetime 
Achievement Award – South for her achievements in South Indian 
film music. In July 2017 she was honored with the Best Female 
Singer at the NAFA 2017 event at New York City.

She was well versed in various forms of music, including 
Carnatic, Hindustani, thumri, ghazal, and bhajan. Apart from 
singing, she was also a songwriter, composer, and painter.

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N.T. Rama Rao  (1923 - 1996)

Nandamuri Taraka Rama Rao (NTR) was 
an Indian actor, filmmaker, and politician. 

He acted in over 300 films, mostly in Telugu, 
and won three National Film Awards and 
two Filmfare Awards. He was known for his 
roles as a Hindu deity and as a “messiah of 
the masses”. He was voted "Greatest Indian 
Actor of All Time" by CNN-IBN in 2013. He also 
founded the Telugu Desam Party and served as 
the Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh for seven 
years. He was a champion of Andhra Pradesh's 
culture and a key figure in the National Front 
coalition.

Sabu Dastagir (1924 - 1963)

Known simply as Sabu, he was born in 1924 
in Karapur, Mysore, British India, and was 

discovered by filmmaker Robert Flaherty for 
the role of an elephant driver in the 1937 film 
ELEPHANT BOY. He is best remembered for his 
portrayal of Abu in the 1940 film THE THIEF OF 
BAGDAD and as Mowgli in the 1942 adaptation 
of Kipling's JUNGLE BOOK. Sabu joined the U.S. 
Army Air Force during World War II, serving as 
a tail gunner and receiving the Distinguished 
Flying Cross for his bravery. His legacy as an 
actor and war hero endures.

Tapan Sinha (1924 - 2009)

Tapan Sinha, was a leading Indian film 
director known for his contributions to 

Bengali and Hindi cinema alongside Satyajit 
Ray, Ritwik Ghatak, and Mrinal Sen. Sinha 
directed notable films such as KABULIWALA 
(1957), LOUHA-KAPAT, SAGINA MAHATO (1970), 
APANJAN (1968), KSHUDHITA PASHAN, SAFED 
HAATHI (1978), and AAJ KA ROBINHOOD. His 
works spanned various genres including 
social realism, family drama, labor rights, and 
children's fantasy, contributing significantly to 
the Parallel Cinema movement in India.
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Jamuna (1936 - 2023 )

Jamuna was a versatile and influential Indian 
actress with 198 films in Telugu, Tamil, 

Kannada, and Hindi, she won a Filmfare Award 
and was honored at the Filmfare Awards 
South. She went on to act in classics like  
BHOOKAILASA (1956), RATHNAGIRI RAHASYA 
(1957), MOOGA MANASULU (1964), BHAKTA 
PRAHLADA (1967), SAKSHATKARA (1971) and 
KURUKSHETRAM (1977).  Her passing in 2023, 
marked the end of an era, leaving behind a 
legacy as one of South Indian cinema's most 
distinguished actresses.

Sarath Babu (1951-2023)

Sathyam Babu Dixithulu, better known as 
Sarath Babu, was a versatile actor in 

Indian cinema. He acted in more than 200 films 
in various languages, mainly in Kannada, Tamil 
and Telugu. He won eight Nandi Awards for his 
performances in Telugu films. He was one of 
the most sought-after actors for supporting 
roles. He shared screen space with many 
prominent stars, such as Rajinikanth and 
Kamal Haasan, and had a great rapport with 
them. He had a long and successful career 
that lasted for five decades until he died in 
2023.

Jolly Bastian (1966 - 2023)

Jolly Bastian was an Indian stunt master 
who worked in over 400 films in various 

languages. He started his career as a stunt 
double for Kannada actor V Ravichandran. He 
later became a successful action director and 
choreographer, winning eight Nandi Awards 
for his work in Telugu films. He was known for 
his bike and car stunts and his collaboration 
with stars like Rajinikanth and Kamal Haasan. 
He also directed a film, Ninagaagi Kaadiruve. 
He died of a heart attack on December 26, 
2023, at the age of 57.
