There are as many ways of seeing a film as there are film festivals across the globe
each with its own unique perspective and themes. It is always a matter of great
curiosity to know what a particular film festival stands for.

It had a pioneering role in introducing film
makers like Jim Jarmusch, John Carpenter, David Lynch, Brian De Palma, David
Cronenberg, Atom Egoyan to the German audiences and the celebrated Munich
team of film makers like Fassbinder, Herzog, Wenders had always taken pride in
being part of the festival.

The British Film maker Mike Leigh whose films are being presented at Biffes under
“Film Study” lists the special charms of Hof festival as “unpretentious, direct,
honest, down to earth, youthful, good humored, serious about film, argumentative,
searching...”.Indeed afestival of high credentials.

SriLankan film actress, also known as the "Queen of Sinhalese cinema".

Fonseka started her acting career with stage dramas. In 1963, she made her entry to stage
dramas with "Noratha Ratha". In 1968, Fonseka won the best stage drama actress national
award for her performance in Akal Wessa. She has since played the lead role in 14 stage
dramas. She entered the cinema industry through one of her brothers, Ananda Fonseka, who
was both afilm director and producer.

Her cinema career which has spanned many decades began with Tissa Liyansooriya's
Punchi Baba in 1968. She first earned recognition, when she won the 'Best Actress Award' at
the 1969 National State Drama Festival. This was followed by Sarasaviya Best Actress Awards
for Hingana Kolla in 1980, Aradhana in 1982 and Yasa Isuruin 1983. In 2010 she has been
named by CNN as one of Asia's 25 greatest film actors of all time.

On April, 2010, she got a Membership for Sri Lanka Parliament with National List of United
People's Freedom Alliance.

She has directed two other films so far: Ahinsain 1987 and Sthree in 1991.

i%laire Denis (born 21 April 1948) is a French film director and writer, and since

2002 has been Professor of Film at the European Graduate School in Saas-Fee,
Switzerland. Her work has dealt with themes of colonial and post-colonial West Africa,
as well as issues in modern France. Denis was born in Paris to French natives, and
raised in colonial French Africa: Burkina Faso, Somalia, Senegal and Cameroon,
where her father was a civil servant. Her childhood spent living in West Africa with her
parents and her younger sister would color her perspectives on certain political
issues. It has been a strong influence on her films, which have dealt with themes of
colonialism and post-colonialism in Africa. Her debut feature film Chocolat (1988), a
semi-autobiographical meditation on African colonialism, won her critical acclaim. It
was selected for the Cannes Film Festival and was praised by critics and audiences
alike as a remarkable first film. With films such as US Go Home (1994), Nénette et
Boni (1996), Beau travail (1999), set in Africa; Trouble Every Day (2001), and Vendredi
soir (2002), she established a reputation as a filmmaker who "has been able to
reconcile the lyricism of French cinema with the impulse to capture the often harsh
face of contemporary France." She returned to Africa again with White Material
(2009), set in an unidentified country during a time of civil war. Denis is well known for
the way that she combines history with personal history, giving her films an
autobiographical element. This superimposition of the personal with the historical
allows her films to be described as auteur cinema. She is known to work within a large
range of genres, spanning from the themes of horror seen in Trouble Every Day
(2001) to the romance and drama found in Friday Night (2002). While critics have
noted recurring themes within her films, Denis says that she has no coherent vision of
her career "trajectory".

Denis has said, "I'm always insecure when I'm making a film. | have doubts about
myself but rarely about the actors." Denis is a highly collaborative filmmaker, saying in
an interview that "the film becomes a relationship...and that is what's important, the
relationship." Her collaboration goes beyond her own films, as she has appeared in
other directors' films, such as Laetitia Masson's En avoir (ou pas) (1995) and Tonie
Marshall's Vénus beauté (institut) (1999). She shares screenwriting credit with Yousry
Nasrallah for his film EI Medina (2000).[14] She also worked as an assistant director
with Wim Wenders on Paris, Texas (1984) and Wings of Desire (1987), and with Jim
Jarmusch on Down by Law (1986).In 2005 she was a member of the jury at the 27th
Moscow International Film Festival. Her 2013 film Bastards was screened in the Un
Certain Regard section at the 2013 Cannes Film Festival.

%e Leigh, OBE (born 20 February 1943) is an English writer and

director of flm and theatre. He studied theatre at the Royal Academy of
Dramatic Art, and studied further at the Camberwell School of Art and the
Central School of Art and Design. He began as a theatre director and
playwright in the mid-1960s. In the 1970s and 1980s his career moved
between work for the theatre and making films for BBC Television, many of
which were characterized by a gritty "kitchen sink realism" style. His well-
known films include Life is Sweet (1990), the comedy-drama Career Girls
(1997), the Gilbert and Sullivan biopic Topsy-Turvy (1999), and the bleak
working-class drama All or Nothing (2002). His most notable works are
arguably Naked (1993) for which he won the Best Director Award at Cannes,
the BAFTA-winning (and Oscar-nominated) Palme d'Or winner Secrets & Lies
(1996) and Golden Lion winner Vera Drake (2004). lan Buruma, writing in the
New York Review of Books in January 1994, noted: "It is hard to get on a
London bus or listen to the people at the next table in a cafeteria without
thinking of Mike Leigh. Like other wholly original artists, he has staked out his
own territory. Leigh's London is as distinctive as Fellini's Rome or Ozu's Tokyo."
Leigh begins his projects without a script, but starts from a basic premise
which is developed through improvisation by the actors. Leigh works initially
one-to-one with each actor, developing a character who is based, in the first
place, on someone he or she knows. It is only after months of rehearsal, or
'preparing for going out on location to make up a film', that Leigh writes a
shooting script, a bare scenario. Leigh has been described as "a gifted
cartoonist ... a northerner who came south, slightly chippy, fiercely proud (and
critical) of his roots and Jewish background; and he is a child of the 1960s, and
of the explosion of interest in the European cinema and the possibilities of
television."

Arbuckle's The Butcher Boy (1917), was released. He stayed with Fatty through 15 two-reelers, even
though he was offered much more to sign with Fox or Warner Bros. after returning from ten months with the
U.S. Army (40th Infantry Division) in France. His first full-length feature, The Saphead (1920), established
him as a star in his own right. By the middle of 1921, he had his own production company--Buster Keaton
Productions--and was writing, directing and starring in his own films. With a small and close team around
him, Keaton created some of the most beautiful and imaginative films of the silent era. The General
(1926), his favorite, was one of the last films over which he had artistic control.

(beloved elder brother).

A method actor, from the professional theatre, Rajkumar entered
the film industry at the age of eight and got his first break as a
lead inthe 1954 film Bedara Kannappa and went on to become a
legend in his lifetime itself working in over 200 films. He might
perhaps is the only actor in the entire history of cinema of the
world who has donned multiplicity of roles ranging from
mythological and historical to the social and futuristic
characters.

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%imal Roy (12 July 1909-8 January 1965) was one of the most

acclaimed Indian film directors of all time. He is particularly noted for his
realistic and socialistic films like Do Bigha Zamin, Parineeta, Biraj Bahu,
Madhumati, Sujata, and Bandini, making him an important director of Hindi
cinema. Inspired by ltalian neo-realistic cinema, he made Do Bigha Zameen
after watching, Vittorio De Sica's Bicycle Thieves (1948). His work is
particularly known for his mise en scene, which he employed to portray
realism. He won a number of awards throughout his career, including eleven
Filmfare Awards, two National Film Awards, and the International Prize of the
Cannes Film Festival. Madhumati won 9 Filmfare Awards in 1958, a record
held for 37 years. Bimal Roy moved to the Calcutta and entered the field of
cinema as a camera assistant with New Theatres Pvt. Ltd. During this time, he
assisted director PC. Barua on the hit 1935 film Devdas, starring K.L. Saigal. In
the 1940s and 1950s Roy was part of the parallel cinema movement in post-
war India. He made with Anjangarh (1948), one of last major films of the New
Theatres, however Kolkata based film industry was now on the decline, thus
Roy shifted base to Bombay (now Mumbai) along with his team in 1950, which
included Hrishikesh Mukherjee (editor), Nabendu Ghosh (screenwriter), Asit
Sen (assistant director), Kamal Bose (cinematographer) and later Salil
Chaudhury (music director), and by 1952 he has restarted the second phase
of his career with Maa (1952) for Bombay Talkies. He was famous for his
romantic-realist melodramas that took on important social issues while still
being entertaining. He was a filmmaker of great and in depth understanding of
human strengths and weaknesses. In 1959, he was a member of the jury at the
1st Moscow International Film Festival. He died of cancer at the age of 55.

Rituparno Ghosh, A meticulous, peerlessly gutsy & visionary Ad film maker, actor, Screen writer
and director who pushed the horizons of Indian film-making, by exploring inter personal
relationships, issues of identity & characters inner conflicts, with all its complexities and
conveyed them with soulful aesthetic sensitivity in a series of National & International award
winning films in Bengali, Hindi and English. From Unishe April in 1995 to the semi-biographical
Chitrangadain 2013, he leaves behind a legacy of his own & connoisseur's collection.

Europe's most senior festival director — and several up-
and-coming filmmakers of the day (WimWenders and Rainer Werner Fasshinder among them), the
Festival has established itself across 47 years and is today regarded as the second most important
German film festival after the Berlinale.
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New German films take centrestage at the Festival, and several talented, young German filmmakers
such as Tom Tykwer, Fatih Akin and Hans-Christian Schmid made a name forthemselvesafter
premiering their debut motion pictures at Hof. HIFFthus became a trend-setting event in the
German film industry:“We don't need stars, we made stars”says Heinz Badewitz with prosaic
pride.But HIFF is also dedicated to independent and art-house movies from abroad — which
includes young European filmmakers but also directors from beyond Europe. It is the Festival's
raison d'étre to give young independent filmmakers from around the world a platform to spread their
wings, discover their audience, discuss their films in friendly, if critical surroundings — and
perhaps to find producers for their next ventures. The Festival is opento filmmakers fromall over the
world and is not limited to feature films — on the contrary, documentaries both short and feature-
length have always been showcased, as have shorts — HIFF is open to all genres, all lengths, all
subjects.Another highlight is theretrospectives that have so far been dedicated to directors as
varied as Mike Leigh, Brian de Palmaand Tim Burton.

HIFF is admired not only for the calibre and range of the film
programme, but also for its unpretentious atmosphere and
anti-glamour. With his in-depth knowledge, Heinz Badewitz,
who personally selects all of the approximately 90 films that
are shown each year, always includes surprises, because his
is not interested in mainstream cinema. There is no dearth of
anecdotes. For example when he projected the experimental
film “Schnitteftir Ababa” by Werner Neke directly into the
audience in 1968, his father left the room rudely
complaining that he wouldn't sit and tolerate such trash!

The filmmakers love Heinz Badewitz and HIFF for these legendary moments, its uniqueness and the

course of the Festival, several bodiesutilise the platform to announce award-winning German-
language productions or filmmakers; with, for example, The City of Hof Award and the Young
German Cinema Award.
